Event ideas

Your event can be a number of variations and below are just a few ideas.  Feel free to spread your wings of creative(
Movie Night - Get together with friends and view a film produced in a developing country. Afterwards, discuss Learning Planet and how the education each of you got, has made you the people you are. 

Save Your Change for a child- Host a party where you and your guests agree to save your change for a month to help build a school or sponsor  some children. With sponsorship costing just 50 dollars a year, your change can have a huge impact on someone’s life,

Fundraise for a Race - Are you participating in a 5k run or bike race? Couple your efforts with raising money for LP and awareness to benefit all those less fortunate than ourselves.

Book Club - With your friends, read Three Cups of Tea, the story of Greg Mortensen, who has now built 53 schools in the wild frontier of Waziristan, helping thousands of children get a balanced education - a vital bullwark against the spread of extremist madrassas.   

Involve your school-Let your school/college/university take the initiative and organise their own friend-raise event. Talk to your students about what is like being a child in a developing country with no books to read and no toys to play with. 

Pup quiz-Organise a pub quiz in your local pub.  You can bribe your participants and give them clues for some cash in return. 
Dance for Learning Planet-if you are more into the party scene, organise a party in your favourite club. Ask your  friends-DJs  to hit the decks. Have a production on the wall using images from developing countries. Money gained on entrance will go towards the construction of a new school.
Lunch less lunch-Invite your friends around at lunch time but don’t serve any lunch.  The children we are helping don’t get any lunch at school or at home. They live on 2 meals a day. To foster the connection to the ones that you’ll be helping encourage your guests to forgo a meal and donate the money they would have spent. Show your quest pictures of the children and people in Dhawa, Nepal. Talk about how are your day to day worries may differ from worries people have in remote Nepal. 

Poker Night- Invite a small group over for a night of poker and social awareness. Provide Poker Night- Invite a small group over for a night of poker and social awareness. Provide snacks, drinks and a discussion about Learning Planet’s contribution to education and poverty. Be adventurous and try different games.  Donate the winnings to Learning Planet and of course abide by the gambling laws in your country.

• Maintain a focus on the people we help! People give to people, so by

including the human element, you will help your guests stay engaged.

• Talk about the work that Learning Planet is doing. Show people our website. We can supply you with hand outs about our projects and costing. 
• Disclose your name and that you are an unpaid volunteer [i.e., that you are NOT a

paid solicitor, professional fundraiser, etc.

• Think about your guests’ interests and demographic. Make sure the event is fun and engaging. Think carefully about what this particular group of people will enjoy.
• Remember to keep  your quests’ contact information so we can thank them afterwards. Good communication is  key to success!:)

Some facts about Nepal
· There is a probability that 62 out 1000 children will die between birth and exactly five years of age

· The life expectancy is 64 years 
· Adult literacy rate is 57%
· Primary school net enrolment - 84%
· 46% of male student and 41% of female students are enrolled in secondary education
· 21% of infants are born with low birth weight
· 45% of children under five suffer from moderate & severe underweight
· 19% of births have a skilled attendant present
· 55% of population live below international poverty line ($1.25 a day)
· 31% of children (age 5-14) are subject to child labor
· 51% are forced into child marriage
· 35% of children are registered at birth
· 4 in every 100 people have a mobile phone
· 1 in every 100 people is an internet user
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
